About Brooklyn College
Brooklyn College was founded in 1930, when the downtown
Brooklyn branches of City College (for men) and 
Hunter College (for women) merged to form the first
coeducational public college in New York City. In 1935, an
exuberant President Franklin D. Roosevelt and a jubilant
New York Mayor Fiorello La Guardia came to Flatbush 
to lay the cornerstone of a campus being constructed on
the old Barnum & Bailey circus grounds.That occasion 
is reflected in the names of two of the four original
Georgian buildings: La Guardia Hall and Roosevelt Hall.
Contemporary photographs show students teetering
across campus on planks (called “duck boards”) laid across 
a sea of mud that was the Quadrangle when the College
was still a construction site.

Students arriving on the campus today will find that it 
is once again a construction site.The Quad is being extended
across Bedford Avenue, where a new building will anchor
the western end of the campus—a plan that realizes the
original design of the campus.The new building will house
various student services, recreation facilities, and the
Department of Physical Education and Exercise Science.

Brooklyn College is nationally known for its core
curriculum, which gives all undergraduates a broad
foundation in the arts and sciences.The College also excels
in programs in the performing arts and in its School of
Education. Its honors programs are a model for the city’s
public colleges. Brooklyn College grants bachelor’s and
master’s degrees and participates in the doctoral programs
of the CUNY Graduate Center.

Brooklyn College’s rich program of cocurricular
activities includes honor societies, academic and social clubs,
and service organizations.The College competes in NCAA
Division III. Students may also participate in intramural
sports and enjoy a fitness center, athletic field, and track.
